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DISCUSSION 
Makhalla, family and community organizations 

and educational institutions play a special role in the 
development of our youth.

The First President of the Republic of 
Uzbekistan, Islam Karimov, emphasizing the role of 
family and parents in the spiritual and moral education 
of young people, said: “The child lives in the family 
environment since birth.

On this basis, the conditions for full 
realization of the talents and potential of each family 
member will be created. As a result, the family is a 
place of spirituality. 

Family upbringing is a stage in the universal 
process that provides the foundation for the education 
and life lessons that will be followed throughout life. 
Every parent has to understand their responsibilities and 
try to adhere to all the features that ensure the stability 
of the family, understand its goals and objectives. 

As noted by President Shavkat Mirziyayev at the 
Fourth Congress of the Kamolot Youth Social 
Movement, “Today it is becoming more and more 
popular in our country. The motto “Take care of your 
child” is not only a motto, but it must become a 
practical activity that penetrates deeply into the hearts of 
every parent and every citizen. For this, I think it's time 
to fix this issue, that is, the legal responsibility of

It is noteworthy that in the works of our great 
thinkers on family education, in the holy books, he 
expressed his own observations. In particular, Islamic

Islam, education is much more comprehensive than 
education. Because the upbringing puts the child at 
home, on the street, at school, with the hard work of 
self-control, the ability to act reasonably, to subdue the 
body and the soul. 

 The basis of upbringing is the family 
environment.

A number of conditions have been created by the 
state in this regard, and several tasks have been set for 
further focusing on this issue. In particular, President 
Shavkat Mirziyoyev addressed the Fourth Congress of 
the Kamolot Youth Social Movement, stressing that 
"the protection of the rights and interests of our girls, 
the development of their talents and abilities should be 
further strengthened." Thus, the most valuable traditions 
for a girl are such qualities as honesty, honesty, dignity, 
shame and hard work.
